At a special meeting held in the police com-
missfon offices last Monday night, committee
members agreed that in order to set up a central
point where complaints against police officers may
be filed, it will be necessary to seek to find out just
how the community would respond if such centers
are set up. .

As a result, a special survey will be run within
the coming weeks. Included as a part of the official
survey will be a sample complaint form to be filled
out and mailed to an address which has not.yet
been selected.

The purpose of this survey, in addition to
seeing the kind of response which could be gar-
nered, will be to determine if enough members of
the community will actually take the time to sit
down and file a formal complaint against police
officers whom they allege have abused them.

The advisory committee grew directly out of
the Eula Love shooting and subsequent failure by
the proper law enforcement agencies to seek prose-
cution for the two officers who were involved in
her tragic death.

One of the issues which has
i ly been di d at
committee meetings has been

make complaints against the
officers for fear of reprisals
by other officers, or the ac-

the apparent failure on the
part of responsible law en-
forcement agencies to bring
any police officer to trial for
crimes against citizens.

In addition. the committee
has concerned itsel{ with the
fact that there is no effective
way for the public to know
what happens to an officer
who has been reprimanded, or
even dismissed from his job
when a formal complaint is
filed and acted upon by the
accused officers superiors.

The formation of a civilian
review board which would
have the power to make some
judg ts has ly
been an issue in the city, and
the black community has in-
dicated "on numerous occa-
sions that this might very well
be one of the ways through
which the problems relating
to the police dept. and citizens
might be resolved.

However, the formation of
a citizens review board is in
direct conflict with the city
charter. The charter provides
for a police commission.
which is appointed by the
mayor. but which has no
power 1o actually discipline
any police officer. This power
rests solely with the chief of
police.

Civilian review boards
have been formed in other
cities, and according tlo
Cassandra Smith, a free-lance
writer working out of Los An-
geles, have been largely inef-
fectual because the boards
have had no official power to
take officers to task for their
alleged -crimes, - Smith con-
ducteid a three-month survey,
talking with pcople across the
nation about the formation
and functionality of civilian
review boards.

To date. the only city on the
West Coast that has had any
success with civilian review
boards has been Berkeley.
Ca.. where oddly enough. a
black man, Odell Sylvester. is
chief of police. But then,
writes Smith. incidents of po-
lice abuse and indiscriminate
shootings in Berkeley are ex-
tremely rare.
