Caroline stated that Lucinda Bush lived on Bellemeade Place/Plantation while they lived in (East) Carroll Parish, Louisiana.  
This plantation was owned by Edward Hugh Davis.  A connection or relation between Lucinda Bush and Edward Hugh 

Davis is being investigated. 
 

Caroline worked in the house of her slaveowner and had a number of children, and a husband, 
die before the Emancipation Proclamation. In her later years, family oral history notes that she 
would cry at times when she “remembered someone being sold down south because they were 
the child of the slaveowner.”  It’s very possible that Caroline was reflecting on the fate of her 
and her sister Susie/Susan being sold from Baltimore, MD to Port Gibson, MS. 
  

More About Clora’s Children 
  
Clora is believed to have first married a man named John or George Lee.  Children of Clora and 
John or George are: 
 

• Susie Lee, born March 24, 1877 at Shelburn Plantation, East Carroll Parish, LA; died 
January 29, 1938 on Hood Lane Road, Lake Providence, East Carroll Parish, LA from 
tuberculosis of the kidney and bladder.  Married Louis Balfour/Bareford Atlas, Sr. 

• Family oral history states that there was a male child of Clora and John/George, but 
concrete evidence of this has not been found.  Efforts to locate additional information are 
continual

November 22, 1969 in Chicago, Cook County, IL.  Married Edward Gray, Burl 
Singleton 

• David Atlas, born February 1893 and died between 1900 and 1910.  No marriages 
• Ella Louise Atlas, AKA Aunt Baby, Lil Aintee, born December 18, 1894 in East Carroll 

Parish, LA; died January 26, 1982 in Shreveport, Bossier Parish, LA.  Married Jim
